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High level overview

ASF CMS consists of two general parts, windows part for managing CMS content and web site where
content is actually displayed for end users. Both parts are tightly coupled, that is, web site that has CMS
content cannotmanaged without windows part, and, in turn, windows part is senseless to have without
web site, that it intended to manage.

Windows application is using ASF server as a backend. So, it manipulates by CMS enabled web site not
directly by through &8F server

It is possible to manage several web sites from the same windows application.

Definitions
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CMS enabled web SiteWeb site that was configured by system administrator to be enabled for ASF CMS
features. This configuration is quite simple, however, it should be done by skilled person. After Web site is
configured it can be added to the list of web sites to be madageASF in windows app.

Sking is a graphical element that represents web page design. Skin is a part of the page that is the same on
several pages, for example header and footer. Skin is really an ASP.NET master page so it can be used not
only on CMS dven pages but any ASP.NET page on the site.

Skin has the following elements:

- static part that does not depend on web site or page it is being applied to

- dynamic parts that are being constituted at runtime. Example is site menu.

- content area. Usually it is the center of page, while header and footer are static. Content area is used
to drop modules on specific pages. Page can have several content parts

There are several types of modules and each of them requires data source of specific type. For example,

Container- this is an element of graphical design, just like a skin is. While skins are applied to pages,
containers are applied to modules. So, modules on the same pageoe in the different containers.
Visually, container is a frame around the data that comes from CMS.

Static Page is a page that exists physically on the site. It may be existing page that was on web site before
CMS was configured on it, or a pageidaed outside of ASF. Skin is not applied to static pages using CMS
tools, however, corresponding master page can be used to share common design element through static
pages. You can add content areas on static pages by editing it on the server. Aftgothean drop

modules with CMS content in these area as you do for dynamic pages.

Dynamic Page; is a virtual page that does not exists physically on web site. Instead, it is dynamically built
from DB at the time of request. You can add new dynamic pigesASF windows app. When you add it
you can define skin that represents graphic design and layout of content areas. After that you can start
adding CMS content to a page by dropping CMS module on it and binding them to data sources.

Link(as a site item objecty it is justURL to a page on the current web site or any external page. We need it
for two purposes, first is to provide ability for specifying parameters in URL for static pages, and second is to
provide ability to have links texternal resource in menu and site map

SiteMap ¢ Is a hierarchicatructure of pages. There can be different page types included in the same site
map¢ static pages, dynamic pages and links. Site map is being used by site map control and navigation path
control. There is one site tree per web site.

Menu ¢ the same as site map but it is consumed by menu module. Menu structure can be imported from
existing site map, however, they are not synced after that. There is one menu per web site.

Windows app descri ption
Below is the screenshot of the windows interface that a user presented with when he chooses to use CMS
module in ASF application.
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Following is the description of features available for a user in the left navigation tree:

Sites
Thisis the list of veb sites configured in current instance of ASF server. Detailed description of site
management is provided later.
Data Sources
This is collection of data that can be published on configured web sites. The same document can be
published across several web sites configured in current instance of ASF server. Data that can be published
on web is divided into several categories (DocaiseNews, Links and FAQ).
Data types are different in the several matters:
- Each data type has own fields defined for it that can be filled by a user
- CMS module will expect data of specific type.
Within each data type folder data objects can be organizsidg folders. Folders are used only for user
convenience and there is no other meaning of folders here.
Design
Thissection is used by site administrator when he sets up a new site
Skins
List of skins defined in current instance of ASF server. One CMSiterean use several skins and
several web sites can use the same skin
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Containers

List of containers defined in current instance of ASF server. One web page can use several
containers and several pages can use the same container
